Fat deposits in and around
the liver lead to
inflammation (swelling)

Liver Failure and Cirrhosis Hepatic Fibrosis
Liver Cancer Severe scarring of liver cells; Swelling of the liver and
May lead to liver cancer hardening of liver cells
