What are the benefits and risks of each option?

Do | have any conditions that affect my options?

Which option do you think is best for me and why?

How long will treatment last?

What side effects will | have? Are the side effects different between the
treatment options?

Will my past medical history have any impact on how | will react to the
different treatments? (Be prepared to tell your doctor of all the medical
conditions that you have had or currently have, including any allergic
reactions.

How will treatment affect my daily life?

Will treatment affect my ability to work?

What will the treatment cost and will my insurance cover it?

What else can | do to keep healthy and minimize damage to my liver?
What is the next step?
